Adjusting to a new place as an exchange student is a process that develops over time. Refer to
the following diagram as a guide to what you student may need as s/he proceeds through the
adjustment process.

Begin in the center ring

1 - Needs upon arrival for immediate comfort and relief

2 - Needs in the days just after arrival

3 - Needs for adjustment after immediate needs have been met--over a few weeks

4 - Needs for cultural understanding and to address the education objective of study abroad

Orientation timing lines up to address these needs as they occur.
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
