02. It is not allowed, under any circumstance, for any student to separate from the
program duringthe trip.

03. All students must bring their original passport on the trip, however please leave a
copy of your passport with your host family.

04. Atthe beginning and end of the trip, each student must leave from and go directly
to their host community, unless the student has written permission from AFS and
their host family.

05. Belo USA Travel Inc. is not responsible for buying any bus, airline and train tickets
from the trip's final destination to your host city. It's the student's responsibility to
pay for the ticket.

06. lllegal drug use of any kind is prohibited.

07. Stealing of any kind will be severely punished in addition to any possible legal
consequences.

08. Purchasing or consuming alcoholic beverages is strictly forbidden.

09. Tattoos and body piercings are extremely discouraged and allowed only with the
preauthorization of the natural parents and sponsor/local AFS.

10. Our schedules and itineraries must be followed by all students. The trip
coordinator reserves the right to make changes in the schedule, when necessary,
orifitisinthe bestinterestof the group.

11. Lodging does not cover incidental costs, such as phone calls, mini-bar purchases,
etc. If the students decide to use these services, they are responsible for paying
these costs.
