FAQ’s
Q Will I participate in orientations with AFS students who will be on the flight I chaperone?
A Yes, if the chaperone flight is a departing flight from the US then the flight chaperone will participate in the gateway orientation .

Q  Where can I get more information about the responsibilities of a flight chaperone?
A The Flight Chaperone Manual with a complete list of responsibilities is posted on the AFS wiki. All chaperones will also participate in a training either by conference call or in-person

Q How long do I need to stay before I can fly back to the departure location in the US (departure flights) or how long can I be in the country before the flight to the US arrival location (arrival flights).
A  The time between departure and arrival flights for chaperones must be at least 7 days.

Q How long will potential chaperone names be kept on the priority list for flights?
A  Selected chaperones will be kept on the list for all opportunities during the year they apply or until the next application cycle.  Applicants will be removed from the list of potential chaperones if two flights are turned down due to country offered. Applicants will not be removed from list for turning down flights due to scheduling or time of year issues. 

Q What type of chaperone flights will be available?
A The chaperone flights offered vary each year may have additional requirements. The chaperone flights may include: 
· Core program flights 
· Sponsored program flights 
· Flights with additional requirements including orientation participation 
· Special flights 
· Flights of an emergency nature 

Q If I am going to be 25 years old before the flight departs, am I qualified to apply for a chaperone flight?
A No, you must be at least 25 years old by the application deadline.

Q  I will have been a registered volunteer and will have the required two years of volunteer service before the flight departs. Am I qualified to apply for a chaperone flight?
A  No, you must have been a registered AFS-USA volunteer for at least two years by the deadline for applications. Your registration must be current.

Q  I had an AFS international travel opportunity two years ago in July. Am I qualified to apply for a chaperone flight this year? 
A  No. To qualify as an AFS Flight Chaperone you must not have participated in any international travel sponsored by AFS within the 2 years prior to the application deadline.

Q   Do I need to contact the people I list as references? Will you send the reference application to my references?
A  You are responsible for ensuring that your 2 reference forms are submitted to  FlightChaperon@afsusa.org by the application/reference deadline.  Volunteer Recognition will not contact your references.

Q I would like to chaperone a flight to Italy. Can I request this country? 
A  The list of countries for chaperones will be made available by AFS and there is no guarantee that there will be a flight to Italy this season. If there is a flight available to or from Italy it will be offered to qualified potential chaperones in priority order based on evaluation of applications and references.  There is no guarantee of flights to any particular country,

Q If I am selected as an AFS flight chaperone do I have my choice of all the flights and countries available?
A  AFS staff work with the National Council Recognition Committee to set the requirements for the chaperones for flights. The list of qualified applicants will be used and we can’t guarantee a particular flight will be available.

Q How many flights are available each year?
A The number of flights depends on many things including students going on AFS  programs, staff needs for flights, geographic issues, and AFS needs.  The number of flights available for AFS volunteers could vary each year.  In 2010 and 2011 there were more than 15 flights available for volunteers.

Q  Can I purchase a ticket for my husband and my daughter so that they can be on the flight with me?   
A    You may have someone on the flight with you but you are responsible to book their tickets. AFS can’t guarantee that there will not be schedule changes for your flight or destination and often the final information is not available early. Please review additional information on requirements for any flight companion.  Unless another adult is travelling with you, you may not have a companion under 18 as a chaperon. 
                                                                         
Q I am travelling to other international destinations.  Can AFS re-route my international ticket?  
A No, AFS cannot re-route international tickets.
