2009 EOS Survey Highlights
Objectives - Consistent with current objectives (celebration, reflection, connecting with others, buffer, process experience) – we will be discontinuing practice of administering a hosted student evaluation. (results consistent with 2005 survey).

Is buffer still needed? – Majority of respondents believe so.

Can 6 hours, excluding travel, provide an adequate buffer? – Evenly split among EOS Coordinators and slightly more of remaining respondents feel it can. 

Should AFS invest more in improving Return Orientation vs. EOS? – Strong majority of respondents believe so. 

Satisfaction with current EOS Standard – Minority of all are satisfied, with EOS coordinators less satisfied than all others.
